“Should deeply buried archaeological remains/resources be found during construction activities, all
activities impacting archaeological resources must cease immediately, and the proponent must
notify the Archaeology Programs Unit of the Ministry of Heritage, Sport, Tourism and Culture
Industries (416-212-8886) and contact a licensed archaeologist to carry out an archaeological
assessment in accordance with the Ontario Heritage Act and the Standards and Guidelines for
Consultant Archaeologists.

In the event that human remains are encountered during construction, all activities must cease
immediately and the local police as well as the Cemeteries Regulation Unit of the Ministry of
Government and ConsumerServices (416-326-8800) must be contacted. In situations where human
remains are associated with archaeological resources, the Ministry of Heritage, Sport, Tourism and
Culture and Industries should also be notified to ensure that the site is not subject to unlicensed
alterations which would be a contravention of the Ontario Heritage Act.”

8. That prior to approval of the final plan or any on-site grading, the owner shall submit a detailed
stormwater management plan for the subdivision and the following plans designed and sealed by a
qualified professional engineer in accordance with the Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and
Parks (MECP) documents entitled Stormwater Management Planning and Design Manual March 2003
and Stormwater Quality Guidelines for New Development, May 1991, or their successors to Niagara
Region Planning and Development Services for review and approval:

a) Detailed lot grading, servicing and drainage plans, noting both existing and proposed grades and
the means whereby overland flows will be accommodated across the site;

b) Detailed design document for the stormwater management facility required to service this
development and obtain the necessary MECP Environmental Compliance Approval (ECA);

c) Detailed erosion and sedimentation control plans.

9. That the Subdivision Agreement between the owner and the City contain provisions whereby the owner
agrees to implement the approved plan(s) required in accordance with the Condition above.

10.That the owner provides a written acknowledgment to Niagara Region Planning and Development
Services Department stating that draft approval of this subdivision does not include a commitment of
servicing allocation by Niagara Region as servicing allocation will not be assigned until the plan is
registered and that any pre-servicing will be at the sole risk and responsibility of the owner.

11.That the owner provides a written undertaking to Niagara Region Planning and Development Services
Department stating that all Offers and Agreements of Purchase and Sale or Lease, which may be
negotiated prior to registration of this subdivision shall contain a clause indicating that servicing
allocation for the subdivision will not be assigned until the plan is registered, and a similar clause be
inserted in the Subdivision Agreement between the owner and the City.

12.That prior to final approval for registration of this plan of subdivision, the owner shall submit the design
drawings [with calculations] for the new sanitary and storm sewers required to service this
development and obtain the necessary Ministry of the Environment Compliance Approval under the
Transfer of Review Program.

13.That prior to final approval for registration of this plan of subdivision, the owner shall submit the design
drawings and notes required in relation to the crossing of the Regional infrastructure.

14.That the owner/developer shall comply with Niagara Region’s Corporate Policy for Waste Collection
and complete the Application for Commencement of Collection prior to Regional curbside waste
collection services commencing.
